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5.1.Methodological overview

The learning process designed for this subject is based on the following:

- The learning process is based essentially on conducting a seminar in each theme. Previously, the professor provides
students the texts that are the basis of the analysis and the debate that will take place. Then, each student gives in writing
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to the professor his/her ownargued contribution to the corresponding topic.

- Likewise, the learning includes (since this is a subject of the last courses of the Degree of Philosophy) the appropriate
techniques, methodology, etc. to developa written monographic work

The program offered to students to assist them in achieving the expected results includes the following
activities:

1. Attendance classes structured in the form of seminars.

- At the end of October each student will have chosen the theme of his/her monographic work and will have the
necessary Bibliographic references to elaborate it.

- The deadline to hand in this work is one week prior to the exam day set out in the schedule the Secretariat will facilitate.
