4.1. Methodological overview

The methodology followed in this course is oriented towards the achievement of the learning objectives. It is based on active
methodologies that favor the development of critical thinking.

4.2. Learning tasks

This is a 6 ECTS (150 hours of studend work) course organized as follows:

? Lectures (40 hours).

? Practice sessions (20 hours). Sessions where students work with case studies and problem-solving tasks.
? Autonomous work (20 hours).

? Individual study (65 hours).

? Assessment tasks (5 hours). A set of written exams.

Semantic relationships: synonymy, homonymy, polysemy, antonymy, hypernymy, hyponymy,
cohyponymy.
Grammatical semantics (l). The grammatical meaning.
Grammatical semantics (Il). Semantic functions in Spanish.
The role of pragmatics in the description of Spanish.
Basic concepts of pragmatics applied to the study of Spanish.
Theoretical trends in linguistic pragmatics.
Some aspects of pragmatics applied to Spanish.
