4.1. Methodological overview

The methodology followed in this course is oriented towards achievement of the learning objectives.  A wide range of
teaching and learning tasks are implemented, such as:

Lectures. They are directed by the teacher in the classroom and discussion of general and methodological aspects
of the course contents. In these sessions the participation of students will be encouraged.
Supervised practice sessions by the teacher. Their aim is that the student will be able to make decisions that allow
him solve simple problems related to the analysis of rural areas. It is intended that the students becomes familiar
with the basic sources of information and the proper treatment of information obtained from them by applying the
most common methods and techniques.
Seminars. They aim to promote, through discussion, reasoning skills and communication. The seminars will focus
on the exchange of ideas using topics related to the lectures' contents.
Field work. It will allow students to observe "in situ" the variety of rural areas and their characteristics. The field work
aims to initiate the student in the interpretation of the territory.
Tutorials. They facilitate the monitoring process of the students' teaching-learning, practical assignments and
seminar preparation.
